Within this continuum, the City of Calgary Recreation’s provision of recreational amenities is one
component of the leisure delivery system’s publicly accessible facilities. For example, while
Recreation is the steward of 40 sites with over 100 amenities, there are also a variety of not-for-
profit and institutional agencies which provide hundreds of community-operated recreation
opportunities. Recreation partners with many of these major facilities and provides consultation,
support, and, in some cases, mill rate subsidies through operational or capital funding.
